AUGUST 6, 2012

A Council worksession of the City of Saint Marys was
called to order by Mayor Sally Geyer on Monday, August
6, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. The meeting was held in the Council
Room of City Hall, 11 LaFayette Street. Notice of this

‘meeting was sent to Council on August 2, 2012, posted at

City Hall, and published in the Daily Press.

Present: Mayor Sally Geyér’, 'Greg'ory. Gebauer, Daniel
Hepner, Richard Dornisch, Gary Anderson, Bob Roberts
and Manager David Greene. Nedward Jacob arrived late.

Aiello, Chris Snyder, Sherry Henry, Kim Hoffman,
Rodney Constable, Warren Stewart, Mark Kay Wendel,
Cherie Pichler and Mark S. Wagner.

Daniel Hepner made a motion © approve the minutes of
July 16, 2012, seconded by Bob Roberts and all were in

favor except Gregory Gebauer ‘and Gary Anderson who
abstained.

Mayor Geyer stated an EXecuﬁve Session was held
immediately prior to tonight’s meeting regarding
personnel matters. No decisions were made.

Natalie Aiello from the Penn State Cooperative Extension
presented the Young Lungs at Play Initiative. She
explained the program was to help prevent the exposure of

‘children to second hand smoke and the use of tobacco

products in local parks and playgrounds by providing
signs stating “Young Lungs at Play- Tobacco Free Zone”
The program was made possible by grant funding from the
Center of Disease Control and PA Department of Health.
It began in July of 2010 with information packets being
sent to numerous municipalities as a guide to help
implement the initiative within the parks and playgrounds
by ordinance, resolution or pohcy

Ms. Alello stated she was respondmg to a letter she had
received from the Mayor by presenting the following
information. She provided -~ options from other
municipalities regarding enforcement of the policy and
numerous statistics regarding the - effect on children’s
health from second hand smoke and the exposure to
tobacco products at an early age. She also provided
information regarding cost savmgs due to cleanup of the

. tobacco products.

The Recreation Board had approved a pohcy to place the
signage within the City’s parks ,

Councilman Gebauer state_d he wanted to thank the
Recreation Board for implementing the policy. He further
stated the letter Ms. Aiello recerved from the Mayor did

‘not reflect hlS views,

Mayor Geyer wanted to olarrfy that there was no
legislation approved by City Council regarding the policy.

It was strictly a pohcy by the Recreation Board. and not
enforceable.

Councilman Jacob commented a No Smoking Resolution
was previously presented to Council but was rejected due
to the unenforceability of the resolution. It then went back
to the Recreation Board where they approved no smoking
in City parks by implementing it as a policy in January of
2011. '

Councilman Gebauer stated Council failing to act on the
Resolution was telling the Recreation Board to handle it.

Chris Snyder representing ‘the Northwest Tobacco
Coalition approached and stated American Medical
Association statistics regarding smoking.

‘Council further discussed the policy with Ms. Aiello and
then thanked her for the presentation. -

- All were in favor except Major Geyer and Nedward Jacob

who opposed. L

‘Gary Anderson stated he had traveled out west recently

and noticed unmuffled engine brake use prohibitive signs.
He did additional research and found that trucks built
since January 1, 1979 were required to have muffling
devices on their factory installed engine brake systems.
This could be mufflers or muffling the compression. sound
by using a turbo charger.. Either way the trucks were
required to have a maximum noise output of 80/83
Decibels depending on the type of truck (which is the
sound level of a phone dial .tone). Unmuffled engines
braking can be 100 times as loud. He modified the City’s
“Jake Brake” Ordinance that was previously rejected by
Council with the information he had obtained from Jacobs

- Vehicle Systems, an engine brake manufacturer, the State

of Oregon and with the suggestions from the Solicitor. -

He also provided Council with a cdpy.of a proposed sign

that would read “Unmuffled engine brake use prohibited
except emergency” ’

Gary Anderson made a motion to modify the proposed
“Jake Brake” Ordinance per the Solicitor’s suggestions
and publish the revised Ordinance, seconded by Bob
Roberts. '

Gregory Gebauer stated he had concerns if the City posted
a no jake brake sign as stated above. He had previously
opposed the restriction of jake brake use for all trucks
within the City. He questioned Chief Caltagarone if the
police department would be able to determine if the truck
was unmuffled.

Chief Caltagarone approached and stated he had
considered the revised language and had also spoken with
other police officers about it. He stated the issue was he
was unsure how the officers would determine if the trucks
had a muffled or unmuffled brake system. If it was a
feature on the outside of the truck that was in plain view
then it was easily enforceable. If not, then reasonable
suspicion or probable cause would have to be established.
Based on the 4™ amendment the officer would have to
obtain a search warrant to inspect the vehicle.

Richard Dornisch commented that determining an
emergency would be difficult and Chief Caltagarone
responded the main issue was still determination of an
unmuffled truck and listed possible options to enforce the
signage. ‘ ‘

Richard Dornisch stated his concerns with the recent
development of the Airport Industrial Park and the
industries utilizing a road :that was not designed to
accommodate trucks. o

Nedward Jacob stated nothiﬁg in the ordinance was stating
the trucks could not use their engine brakes, it stated the

engines brakes can be used as long as they were properly
muffled.

Richard Dornisch stated it was still an unenforceable law
and maybe the sign should be a request not a demand.

Gary Anderson stated it was illegal to sell a truck without
a muffled engine brake for the last 33 years. He believed
because of the loud noise the police would be able to
easily determine a violation then the truck driver would
have to prove the truck was muffled and Chief
Caltagarone responded he was still trying to obtain
information regarding the proposed revisions and would
like to discuss the revisions further with the Solicitor.

Bob Roberts stated since Chjéf -Caltagarone still needed

more information he suggested the motion be tabled until
a future meeting.

Gary Anderson amended his motion to table the revised
ordinance and place it on the agenda for September,
seconded by Bob Roberts and all were in favor.

Rodney Constable, Bennett Road resident, stated his
concerns with amount of police officers in the City and the
amount of hours they work.

Council had a brief discussiOn:.With Mr. Constable, Chief
Caltagarone and the City Manager regarding the concerns.

Councilman Jacob thanked the Crystal Fire Department,

Police Department and the City Street Department for the

clean up from the recent storm. -

Councilman Hepner provided Council with details of the
Aviation Festival scheduled for August 25™.

Councilman Gebauer also thanked emergency services for
their work after last week’s bad storm but had concerns
that the City Street Department could not communicate
with any of the emergency services. He questioned if their
equipment was scheduled to obtain the necessary upgrades
and Manager Greene responded the supervisors of the
Street Department would receive upgraded equipment.

Councilman Anderson questioned the status of the Zoning
Ordinance changes that were presented to Council at a
previous meeting and Manager Greene responded he
would check on the status.

Councilman Anderson also commented after the recent
storm West Penn Power, Windstream and Zito Media did
an excellent job restoring service to its customers, but he
believed Verizon did a terrible job. Cell phone service was
either intermittent or no service for almost two days after
last week’s storm. He suggested Emergency Management
insist Verizon have two feeds into the area to prevent this
from happening in the future. The City Manager
responded it was being looked into.

Councilman Gebauer commented the lack of cell phone
service also would have affected communications with the
Street Department due to his previous comments
regarding their needed radio upgrades.

Councilman Dornisch also thanked all of the Emergency
Services.

Mayor Geyer again thanked Ms. Aiello for her
presentatlon

Mayor Geyer made the followirig announcements:

Richard Dornisch made a motion to adjourn the meeting.
